record, a marriage license or the names of the siblings of your ancestor.

x File birth, death and marriage records etc in individual folders in alphabetical order by the surname.
Create a separate folder for ancestors with unknown surnames.

x When using 3 -Ring binders to store your genealogy work, place the binders on the sides instead of
upright to prevent the binders from becoming misshapen.

As more and more advances are made in the technological world, organization of your genealogi-
cal records is quickly becoming easier. With a good genealogical software program and a little com-
puter work, you can have your family tree digitized and readily available at your fingertips in no time at
all.
